(1) Partnership with Parents

(5) End-of-Term 1 School Holidays

As the school needs
to deploy more teachers and use more rooms for the PSLE written examinations, students from
Primary 3 to 5 will be placed on HBL on selected days. There will be no HBL for Primary 1 and 2
during the PSLE written examinations period.
