(5) Chinese Language and Cultural Fortnight 2026

The Chinese Language Department will be holding the Chinese Language and Cultural Fortnight from
Tuesday 24 March to Thursday 2 April 2026. During these two weeks, activities such as games,
Assembly Programmes and sale of Chinese storybooks will be arranged.
