(1) Partnership with Parents 
I would like to put my appreciation to all parents for the strong support given to the school and for your 
presence at the Parents’ Briefing Session held last Saturday.

(2) Monthly Focal Value for March - Respect 
The Monthly Focal Value Programme aims to build the character of our students by purposefully 

instilling in them our school core values. In March, we will be centering our focus on the value of 

"Respect".  We believe that it is important to teach our children to appreciate diversity, honour 

differences, and treat others with dignity and kindness. These values not only foster positive 

relationships but also create a supportive and inclusive learning environment for our students. 
 

We would like to seek parents’ collaboration in integrating this value into your child's daily life at home.

3. I value the different abilities of others. 

P5 and P6 1. I show gratitude to people around me. 

2. I appreciate diversity and do not pass insensitive comments.  

3. I work well with others to achieve our goals. 
 

You may use the points in the table above to reinforce the value of Respect at home. By modelling 

respectful behaviour, encouraging empathy and understanding, and emphasizing the importance of 

kindness, parents play a crucial role in instilling these values in our children.

(6) Chinese Language and Cultural Fortnight 2025 
The Chinese Language Department will be holding the Chinese Language and Cultural Fortnight from 
Monday 24 March to Wednesday 2 April 2025. During these two weeks, activities such as games, 
Assembly Programmes and sale of Chinese storybooks will be arranged. For the Primary 4, 5 & 6 
students, after-school Chinese language and cultural enrichment programmes will be conducted in 
the school. Parents will be informed of the details via Parents Gateway at a later date. 
 

Through these activities, we hope to immerse our students in an environment rich in Chinese 
language and culture to enable them to learn more about the language and become confident users 
of the Chinese language.

(8) Primary 3 to 5 Home-Based Learning (HBL) during the PSLE Written Exam

Primary 3 to 5 will be placed on HBL on selected days. There will be no HBL for Primary 1 and 2
