We firmly believe that responsibility empowers students to take ownership of their 

actions, make thoughtful decisions, and understand the impact of their choices on themselves and 

others.

Levels Behavioural Indicators (Responsibility) 

P1 and P2 1. I do my work neatly and carefully.  
2. I complete my work on time. 
3. I am punctual for school and class. 
4. I take care of my personal belongings. 

P3 and P4 1. I am in control of my emotions. 
2. I take care of school property and the environment. 

P5 and P6 1. I take ownership for the tasks assigned to me. 
2. I set myself goals and work towards them. 
3. I take care of the environment and encourage others to do so. 

 

You may use the points in the table above to highlight the importance of displaying responsibility. 

Simple activities such as assigning age-appropriate chores, discussing the importance of keeping 

commitments, and emphasizing the value of accountability will foster a sense of responsibility in our 

students.  

Additionally, proper etiquette (i.e. use of language and content sent) on online messaging platforms 

and social media is another way for students to demonstrate responsibility online. Parents’ 

involvement and encouragement in reinforcing the value of responsibility at home and online is key 

to the character development of our children.
